He discussed changes being
made to the interior and noted that he will be serving Greek and Mediterranean food. He has applied for
a B-4 Restaurant/Lounge License. Village Clerk Powell instructed Mr. Siphi to attend the May 28
LCRB meeting for recommendation to the Board of Trustees. Final approval would be on the May 20
Board Meeting Agenda, in time for the mid-June opening.

Greg Marsey and Jeanette Mancusi, both interested in serving on the LCRB, discussed their
backgrounds.
