They continue to work with
others who are committed to intergenerational housing and public spaces and serve on the
Park District of Oak Park’s Active Aging Adults Committee which advocated for the first
intergenerational play equipment at Randolph Park.

Advocating for people to age with dignity and to age intergenerationally are important to
ensure mature adults are not segregated from their community.

Clay Ewing is a Professor of Interactive Media who recently moved to Oak Park. A life-long
technophile, Clay has worked in the Information Technology field for many years and enjoys
creating social impact games focused on advocacy and social justice.
